Character
Character- the people that experience action in a story, book,   poem, or play
Motivation- the forces that drive a character to act.  

Character Types

Flat character- little is known of character; maybe only 1 or 2 traits/ characteristics
Round character- character is more fully developed; we know many things about them; we could write an essay about them.
Static character- the character remains the same throughout does not go through any change, despite the opportunity.
Dynamic character- a character who goes through some type of change (personality) due to experiences he/she has had.

Stereotypical/Stock character- a character who is very familiar to readers. When one word is mentioned, many familiar things come to mind.

Character foils- when there are two characters who are opposite in several ways; creates contrast.
Other ways to classify characters…

Major-character is important to the story

   -without him, the story would not work.

Minor- character is not important, is only part of the background
Protagonist- the one main character, most of the story revolves around him/her. (DOES NOT NEC. MEAN GOOD GUY)
Antagonist- the person animal or force that opposes the protagonist.
